Association, ASDB, and the State Department of Education.

Athletes will demonstrate good sportsmanship to coaches, athletes, and officials at
all times. Remember, the goals of the interscholastic activities are to have fun,
improve skills and feel good about yourself!

Play the game with your best effort. Don’t be a showoff or a “me-first” player.
Work as hard for your team as you do for yourself.

Each athlete is expected to follow Pursuing Victory With Honor and the Six
Pillars of Character. Each athlete must follow the team rules set up by the coach
as well as school-wide discipline rules and athletic department team rules.

Win and lose graciously. Treat all other athletes, as you would like to be treated.
Cheer good plays by other team.

Cooperate with your teachers/coaches, teammates, opponents and the officials.
Don’t argue with officials or complain about calls.

Each athlete is responsible for taking care of his own equipment and uniform.
The athlete or parents must pay for lost or damaged items.

Managers are a part of the team and therefore subject to the same rules and
regulations as athletes.
